Making It Easier to Pay Your Bill

have options. That's why SMECO provides a variety of ways for you to pay
your electric bill:

1. By mail—

Return the payment coupon, along with a check or money
order, to SMECO, PO. Box 2000, Hughesville, MD, 20637.

2.In person—

Pay at any SMECO office in Hughesville, Leonardtown, Prince Frederick,
or White Plains; offices are open Monday through Friday,
8a.m.-5pm.

3. By automatic bank draft—

Use SMECO's Bank Draft Authorization
(BDA) program. Call 1-888-440-3311 to find out how
to have your electric bill payment drawn
automatically from your bank account.

4. Over the telephone—
With e-complish; call 1-866-528-7757.

The last option is a payment service
called e-complish Direct Pay, which offers five
over-the-phone options for SMECO members. The
nominal $2.75 transaction fee allows you to pay your
SMECO bill using a check or MasterCard or Visa credit card.
It's always free to call e-complish to check
your account balance, the date of your last payment, and to make payment
arrangements.

All services through e-complish Direct Pay are available 24 hours a day,
7 days a week. Simply call 1-866-528-7757 to access the service.

Termination of the Plan

* You may request that your enrollment in EMPP be
discontinued at any time. However, any credit balance
will be applied to future bills.

e Enrollment will be discontinued when you request
electric service disconnection.

e Enrollment will be discontinued if you fail to pay the
full monthly EMPP amount by the due date on your bill.

e When enrollment is discontinued, any debit balance
is due when you receive your next bill.
