SMECO’s Standard Offer Service

The following environmental information is for 
Standard Offer Service, which commenced on January 1, 
2001.  The data are published at the request of the Maryland 
Public Service Commission and are based on regional 
averages.  SMECO speci“ c emissions and energy source 
(fuel mix) data may vary from these averages. 

Electricity can be generated in a number of ways with 
different impacts on the environment.  The standardized 
environmental information shown below allows you to 
compare this electricity product with electricity products 
offered by other electricity suppliers.  For additional 
information, contact SMECO at 1-888-440-3311, 
extension 9767.

Energy Source (Fuel Mix)„ Values represent 
2004 averages for this region: 36% coal, 27% natural gas, 
19% nuclear, 13% oil, 5% hydrogen, and 1% alternative 
fuel.

Air Emissions„ The amount of air pollution associated 
with the generation of electricity production for this region, 
given in pounds emitted per Megawatt Hour of electricity 
generated, is as follows: Sulfur Dioxide (SO2)„10.0,
Nitrogen Oxides (NOX)„3.3, Carbon Dioxide (CO2)„
1,301.3.

Note:CO2 is a •greenhouse gasŽ which may contribute 
to global climate change.  SO2 and NOX released into the 
atmosphere react to form acid rain.  NOx also reacts to form 
ground level ozone, an unhealthful component of •smog.Ž

Never Touch Power Lines
You must never touch a power line, either directly or with 

a tool or other object. Always look up when working around 
the exterior of your home or when using an outdoor ladder. 
Accidental contact with a power line, even for an instant, can 
cause serious injury or death. This is true for lines that have 
fallen, even if they are not sparking. 

If you see a downed power line, stay as far away as 
possible„ if the ground is wet, you could be injured, even 
if you do not touch the line directly. Call 911 immediately, 
or call SMECO at 1-888-440-3311. SMECO linemen are 
experts at safety when it comes to working on power lines. 
They attend regular safety training classes, wear insulated 
boots, hard hats, and gloves, and use specially insulated tools 
that help prevent injury. 

If a power line ever falls on your car while you are 
inside, do not attempt to exit your vehicle unless there 
is a threat of “ re or explosion. Wait until someone from 
SMECO arrives on the scene and de-energizes the power 
line. If you do need to exit the vehicle, JUMP so that both 
feet land on the ground at the same time. As you do this, be 
sure you are not touching the vehicle, either directly or 
indirectly. When you land, 
you can shuf” e away from 
the vehicle, keeping your feet 
as close together as possible 
and in constant contact with 
the ground. Following these 
instructions will help reduce 
the chances that you will be 
injured.
