SMECO’s StormSentry program can help you protect your
electronic equipment and appliances. StormSentry can protect
your home in two ways. First, SMECO will install a meter base
surge arrester on your home’s electric meter. This arrester can
prevent most high-voltage electrical surges (greater than 250
volts) from entering the home through the electric meter. Then,
SMECO will provide you with one FREE plug-in surge protector
for your sensitive electronic equipment. This device will protect
electronics from surges that travel through utility connections
such as electric lines, telephone lines, or television cables.
Additional plug-in surge protectors, designed to protect a wide
variety of electronics, can be purchased from SMECO.
