SMECO recently energized the 

69 kilovolt (kV) replacement 

transmission cable under the 

Patuxent River that failed in 2005. 

SMECO had threaded a temporary 

cable under the river until the 

permanent cable could be installed 

and energized. 

Because the failed cable was 

located underwater, the replacement 

process was particularly 

complicated and time-consuming. 

The Co-op proceeded cautiously 

to ensure the safe operation and 

reliability of the fi nal product.
